To Know About TODs But Were
Afraid To Ask

Transit Oriented Development (TOD) is an
increasingly popular concept that is having a major
impact on Chicago. TODs can pack more units onto
a given property parcel, and proponents see TODs as
a means to create more affordable residential and
commercial development, promote efficient land use
and reduce auto traffic. Yet, TODs aren’t without
controversy. Critics worry about excessive density, a
lack of public transit capacity and other issues. With
plans for TODs rapidly proliferating on the North
Side, this is a good time to further explore this
concept.

You are invited to attend a free public forum,
“Transportation  Oriented Development — A
Philosophy of Urban Planning and Development, and
Its Implementation in Chicago.”

Led by moderator Dick Simpson, former 44t Ward
Alderman and Professor of Political Science at UIC, it
will feature presentations by four highly qualified
panelists, who will then respond to questions from
the moderator and audience.
